Please read carefully the following before ordering. By submitting your order form, your school agrees to the terms and conditions. 

 

The school: 

1. Is purchasing planning, teaching and assessment materials for the number of units specified on the website, www.upd8.org.uk. 

2. Will be authorised to download once, the material for each unit. Units can be re-downloaded only up to 1 week after the initial download. It is expected that this is carefully stored within the school, for access by teachers.

3. Will designate a lead teacher who will be alerted to the publication of a unit, and given a single password to access unit/s. This password may only be used by that teacher.

4. Can make one further request for re-downloading material if the lead teacher contacts upd8 by telephone. 

5. Is licensing the materials for use in the school. All employed science teachers and technicians may use the materials only while employed in the school. The school is licensed to copy the materials on to the school network. They may also be copied onto the laptops of the individual science teachers. Materials may be printed out, for use within the school. The school agrees not to copy or share any materials with any other individuals outside the department or to allow individuals who leave employment to take materials for use elsewhere.
